Rio Del Oro Elementary was opened during the 2004-2005 school year in the Plumas Lake Elementary School District. We
are proud of our campus and strive to keep our schools in good repair so they are clean, safe, functional, and provide an orderly environment for teaching and learning. Rio Del Oro Elementary School is a newer school in excellent condition. Two custodians clean the school on a daily basis. Staggering shifts allows us to have one custodians during the school day, and one custodian ends their shift in the evening (after school hours). There are 24 regular classrooms, a library, a computer lab, Science lab, an art lab, a multipurpose room, and three Special Education rooms. The design capacity of the school is 725 students.The District participates in the State School Deferred Maintenance Program, which provides State-matching funds on a dollar-for-dollar basis, to assist school districts with expenditures for major repair or replacement of existing school building components. Typically, this includes roofing, plumbing, heating, air conditioning, electrical systems,interior or exterior painting, and floor systems. For the 2008-09 school year, the District budgeted $28,000 for the Deferred Maintenance Program. This represents 0.3% of the District’s general fund budget.
