The Healthy Kids Survey is a comprehensive and customizable youth self-report data collection system that provides essential and reliable health risk assessment and resilience information to schools, districts, and communities.  The survey is a powerful tool that can help schools and districts meet all the new assessment requirements of the No Child Left Behind Act (NCLB) for Title IV Safe and Drug Free Schools and Communities by accurately identifying areas of strength and weakness.
The Plumas Lake Elementary School District will administer the California Healthy Kids Survey to students in grades 5, 7,9,10 and 11 this school year.  The next administration for the district will be the 2010/2011 school year.
Elementary Module (grade 5) 


The single (non modular) elementary school survey is built around Healthy Kids Survey Core and Resilience & Youth Development items. It is intended for use in grade 5, but it is also appropriate for grades 4 and 6. 

It contains many of the same or similar items as the middle school version in order to provide cross-survey comparability, though item wording is simpler and developmentally appropriate.

Module A: Core (grades 7 and high school)

The Core module collects demographic background data (age, sex, race/ethnicity) and covers key questions in four priority areas: resilience, alcohol and drug use, tobacco use, and violence and school safety. 

It provides a comprehensive overview to health-related behavior and attitudes, and includes one item that assesses the reliability of answers.
