Behavior Expectations



Classroom Rules:

1. Listen Carefully

2. Follow Directions

3. Work Quietly; do not disturb others

4. Be Respectful; be kind with words and actions

5. Respect School Property; don’t write on your desk

6. Work and Play Safely

Students following the classroom rules will be rewarded through verbal praise, stars on their star card, and positive notes home.  Students who choose not to follow directions will receive a check(s) by their name.




Consequences for receiving a check:

Green = warning (1 check)

Yellow = 10 minutes of no recess (2 checks)

Red = time out in another classroom/call home (3checks)

Orange = office referral (4 checks)
Homework Policy

Homework will go home daily in your child’s homework folder to reinforce skills taught in class.  Homework should be done neatly and correctly.  Please check your child’s homework to make sure they are grasping the concepts introduced.  Any child who has not returned their homework will complete it with help during their recess time.  If your child misses their homework more than twice in a week, the consequence will be no Fun Friday.  Instead they will attend Study Hall.  Homework is graded for completion.  Please initial on the Homework log that you have checked over your child’s work.
