HOMEWORK

Why is homework assigned?

· To review and practice skills taught in class.
· To develop study habits.
· To help students learn responsibility.
What is a parent’s role in homework?
· Provide a place for your student to work away from the TV.

· Set a time each day for homework to be done.
· Help your child get started on assignments, if they need your help.  Most students should be able to do the homework with minimal supervision.

· Review all homework when it is complete.
What is your child’s role in homework?

· Put their name on all work.
· Ask for help if needed.
· Complete ALL assignments.
· Return the homework inside the homework folder everyday.
Homework will be sent home Monday-Thursday and is to be returned the following day.  Assignments are listed for each day on the homework assignment sheet.  All completed homework and missing assignments will be recorded on a daily chart in the classroom.
READING 

Why is reading homework assigned?

· Research indicates that reading to or with beginning readers is the single most important thing a parent can do to have an impact on their child’s success in reading!

How much reading is required?

· 20 minutes of reading is required every day that homework is assigned and is recommended on Fridays, Saturdays and Sundays as well.

How are reading minutes recorded?

· Record each days reading on the reading log.  Be sure to sign the sheet each week and return it with homework daily.

· If your child reads more than 20 minutes add it on to the reading log.
What should students read?

· Students should choose books they enjoy and CAN READ.

· Books from home, the school, class or public library can be read.

· Magazines and newspapers offer exposure to different types of articles for more advanced readers.

· Monthly book orders through our class are a good source of books at budget prices.
· Encourage your child to read a book that is at or just above his/her reading level.
