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SHOULD | KEEP MY CHILD HOME?

If you checked “yes” to fever, keep your child home. If you
checked fever and one of the other symptoms, your child
may have the flu. No one should return to school until they
have had no fever for 24 hours without use of fever-reducing
medicine, even if they feel better. If you have questions
about your child’s health or symptoms, call your child’s
healthcare provider.(A list on Yuba Co. Health Clinics is
provided on the other side of this page).

WHAT SHOULD | TELL MY CHILD’S SCHOOL?
